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AGREEMENT OF SUBLEASE

and
CHICAGO, MILWAVUKEE, ST. PAUL AND PACIFIC
AILROAD COMPANY (of Wiseconsin)

Dated July 21, 1930

AGREEMENT Made and entered into this 2l1st day of July, A. D. 1930, by and
between OENERAL AMERICAN TANK CAR CORPORATION, a corporat ion organized and existing
under and by virtue of the laws of the State of West Virginia, having its principal
office in Chicago, Illinois, first party, and CHICAGO, MILWAUKEE, St. PAUL AND
PACIFIC RAILROAD COMPANY, a corporation organized and existing udder and by virtue
of the laws of the State of Wisconsin, with its prineipal office in Chicagyp,
Illinois, second party; WITNESSETH:

THEREAS, the first party has entered into a Lease and Conditional Sale
Agrecment with Fidelity-Philadelphia Trust Company, which is Trus tee under a certain
agreement between Ceneral American Car Company and Fidelity-Philadelphia Trust
Company, Trustee, constituting General American Tank Car Corporation RZquipment
Trust, Series 21, dated June 1, 1930, by the terms of which lease and Conditional
Sale Agreement theré have been leased and let to the first party five hundred (500)
40 foot stock cars having a truck capacity of 80,000 pounds each, initialled
C. M. St. P. & P, and numbered from 110300 to 110799, doth inelusive; and

THERZEAS, first party desires to sublease and sublet said cars to the second
party upon the terms and conditions heréinafter stated;

NOW, THERSZFORE, the first party agrees to and does hereby sublease and sublet
to the second party and the second party agrees to and does hereby rent and hire
from the first party said five hundred (500) stock cars above deseribed, subject
to the title of Fidelity-Philadelphia Trust Company, Lessor under said lease and
Conditional Sale Agreement of June 1, 1930, in and to said cars, and to all of its
rights under the terms and provisions thereof and upon all of the terms and condi-

tions hereinafter stated; and pursuant to the provisions of said lease and Condi-

i
tional Sale Agreement, said Pidelity-Philadelphia Trust Company has given its written

consent to the making of this sublease by first party, as evidenced by Schedule A
annexed hereto. Jaid first party agrees that said cars will be built in accordance
with plans and specifications approved by both of the parties hereto and 1dentif1§d
by their respective signatures, and will deliver possession thereof to the second
party at the plant of the first party at Zast Chicago, Indiana, as follows:-
Beginning during August, 1930 and continuing at the rate of twelve (12)
to (15) cars per working day and to be completed on or before November 1,

1930;
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subject to all delays due to fires, stflokes, aceidents, railroad embargoes and con=
gestions and all other and like causes beyond the control of the first party, affecting
the plant of the first party, and/or 1ts sources of supply.

Second party hereby agrees to accept delivery of said cars as aforesaid and
to use said cars during the full term of this Agreement, as a part of its railroad
equipment. As and when any of said cars shall fron time to time be delivered to .
second party hereunder and shall be accepted by second party as in compliance with
the above mentioned plans and specifications, such cars shall without further agree-
ment or lease, pass under und become subject to all the terms of this agreement, in
all respects as if such cars had been so delivered simultaneously with the execution
and delivery of this Agreement. Second party further agrees 1io pay as rental for
the use of said cars, the sum of fifty-eight and one-half cenis (§.584) per ear
per day for each and every day, commencing on the average date of delivery of all of
said cars and thereafter for and during the full term of fifteen (15) years from such
average date of delivery., Said payments shall be mace on the first day of the month
suceeeding the delivery of each car and thereafter, during sald term of fifteen
(15) vears, payments shall be made on the first dav of each month, to the first party
at its office, 940 Continental Illinois Bank Building, Chicago, Illinois, without
deduction (except as herein authorized), and shall bear interest at the rate of six par
cent (6%) per annum frm the date upon which such rental is due, until paid. Upon
the completion of the delivery of all of said cars, the average date of delivery shall
be computdd, and any amounts by which the payments theretofore made by second party
to first party sh:11 exceed rental at the rate of fifty-eight and one-half (58%)
gents per day per car from such average datle of delivery shall be deducted fram
the rentals thereafter aceruing hereunder. Second party, so long &s {t shall not be
in default under this Agreement, shall be entitled to the possession of the cars and
the use thereof upon the lines of railroad owned or operated by it or over which it
has trackage rights and upon connecting and other railroads in the usuasl interchange
of traffic, from and after the delivery of the cars to second party, dbut subject to all
the terms and conditions of this Agreement.,

Second party agrees to pay directly any and all taxes, assessments, impostis
and charges of every kind and chavacter levied upon or assessed against sald cars,
in apt time to avoid any forfeiture or geizure, to make all necessary repairs upon
said cars acenrding to the rules of Interchange of Railroads, the requirements of
the Interstate Commerce Commission and American Railway Association, and to maintain
said ears and all parts tnereof in good order and condition, Second party shall
nave the risht to file any and all reports and returns thatl may be required by
warious states in connection with said taxes, aggessments, imposts and charges against
said cars.

First party shal%Abe 1iable for any demage to or loss of the whole or any
part of any shipment made in any of said cars, nor for any loss or damage arising
through injuries or fatalities to persons, nor for destruction of nor damage to
said cars, or any other property, arising out of the breaking of any parts of said
cars or the use or opertion of said cars, and said second party agrees to protect
and save harmless said first party egainst and from any and all elaims or demands for |

any loss or damage to persons or property arising out of the possession or use of

said cars by second party and/or others,

The second party further covenants and agrees to furnish to the first party
and also to the Lessor under ganid Tease and Conditional Sale Agreement at least once
{in every year during the sontinuance of this Agreement, an accurate inventory of
the said ears in actual service, the numbers and desceription of such as may have been
108t or destroyed, the numbers of those repaired during the prededing year, and
the number of those at the date of such statement undergoing repair or in the shops
for repair; and that the first party and also the lessor under said Tease and Condi-
tional Sale Agreement shall have the risht to inspect the said cars at any time
during the continuance of this Acreement by an agent or azents to be appointed by
them respectively, and with the right to enter upon the premises of the second
party for such purpose, the reasonable compensation of such agent or agents to
be paid by the first party.

I1f any of said cars are damaged, wheresoever located when damaged, the
gecond party shall defray and bear the cost of repairing such damaged car. If any
of said cars are lost or destroyed on the line of the second party or on any privately
ovned tracks, car floats or car ferries, the second party shall pay to first party
for sueh lost or destroyed car the value fixed by the American Railway Association
Rules, Mechanical Division, Code of Kules, If any of said cars are lost or destroyed

n any railroad other than of the seecond party, the second party shall pay to the
first party the value of the lost or destroyed car, according to the American Rail-
way Association, Mechanical Division, Code of Rules, and in such case the second
party shall be entitled to colleet and retain any amounts payable by such other
railroad in respect of such cars. In the event of the loss or destruction of any
of said cars the rent herein regserved shall thereafter be abated at the rate

of fifty-eight and one-half Cents($.58%) a day for each car so lost or des troyed
and the first party shall pay to the second party such sum, if any, as the amount
of rental paid upon such car,at the rate of fifty-eight and one-half Cents (§.58%)
per day and interest thereon at five per cent (5%) per annum c ompounded annually
and computed from the date of the payment of each instalment of rental paid in
respect of each such car to the date upon which first party ghall have received
payment for such l1oss or destruection, together with the amount collected by first
party from the second party, in respect of such loss or destruction, shall exceed
the sum of Two Thousand One Hundred Fifteen Dollars (§2,115), together with
interest thereon at five per cent. (5%) per annum, compounded annua lly and com-
puted from the date of delivery of such lost or destroyed car to the date upon which
first party shall have received payment for such loss or destruction.

Seennd party expressly sovenants that it will not assign or transfer its
rishts or interest under this sublease and that it will not sublet to others all or
any part of said cars and that this sublease sl.all not be transferable by operation
of law without in each instance, the written consent of the first party with the
written assent of said Fidelity-rhiladelphia Trust Company, lessor under said Lease
and Conditional Sale Agreement,

This Agreement shall be hwinding upon the parties hereto and their respective
Jueecessors.
