owns or hes scquired the ssme. In the event that such fair value of such property so
stnted shall be less than the velue thereof eos stated in accordsance with the provisions
of the Original Mortgesge, such fair value shall be deemed and teken to be the wvemlue the reof
for all purposes of the Original Mortgage.

(e) That upon each application to the Trustee for the authentication and delivery
of bonds in respect of sny permsnent property either under Section 6 or Section 7
of Article III of the Original Mortgage, the amount of bonds that may be issued in respect

of the permenat property proposed ns a basis for the suthenticntion and delivery of
bonds upon such application shsll be subjeot to the following limitations or restrictions:

Consolideted earnings applicable to interest shall ve duemed to mean and include

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The requirements of this subdivision (f) shall not be deemed to relieve the Company
from compliance with any of the requirements of Section 10 of Artiecle III of the
Original Mortgnge.

(g) That the Company will deposit, or cause to be deposited, with the Trustee
under the Original Mortgage, certificates evidencing not less than ninety per cent
(90%) of nll outstanding shares of capital stock of each Subsidinry as defined in
Section 2 of Article IX of the Original Mortgage, including not less than ninety per
cent (90%) of eamch class of stock thereof which under sny conditions shall have voting

(1) Thet the Compeny will not mpply for or permit the relesmse under the
provisions of Section 2 of Article X of the Originel Mortgege of nny underlying bonds
secured by » mortgrge on any of the property of the Compeny except simultaneously
with the relemse of the physicel properties subject to the mortgrnge securing the underlying
bonds to be s0 relessed.

(m) Thet it will not apply for or permit to be mede any relesse pursuant to the
provisions of Section 2 of Article X of the Original Mortgage in respect of any
property for a consideration consisting in whole or in part of fother property" unless
such other property shall be permanent property of the character described in Section 6
of the Yriginal Mortgsge and subdivision (b) of this Section.

(n) Thet in the event that any monies received by the Trustee shmll be applied
in sccordsnce with the provisions of Article XI of the Original Mortgage to the purchase
or redemption of bonds issued under the Original Mortgage, such bonds so purchased
or redeemed shsll forthwith be cancelled and shall not be reissued.

prior in lien to the lien of any mortgage securing any bonds of such Subsidiary deposited
under the Original Mortgage, it will cause all securities and cash at the time held by the
trustee under such mortgage so satisified to be deposited and pledged either (1) with the
Trustee under the “Yriginal Mortgage to be held and disposed of by the Trustee subject %o the
provisions of Articles IX and XI of the Original Mortgage or (2) with the trustee under
a mortgnage securing bonds of the same subsidiary deposited with the Trustee under the
Originel Mortgege or (3) with the trustee under = mortgage securing bomds of the same
subsidisry underlying a mortgege securing bonds of the same subsidisry deposited with the
Trustee under the Original Mortgage.

(p) That if the Company or Menominee esnd Marinette Light snd Traction Company
shall hereafter scquire, or if any other corporation which shall be consti tuted a
Subsidisry s defined in the Originsl Mortgsage shall thereafter acquire any property
sub jeet to any lien existing thereon nt the time of the s2cquisit ion thereof securing
obligstions exceeding in prinecipal amount seventy-five per cent (75%) of the cost or
fair velue, whichever is less, to the Company or the Subsidiary acquiring the same,
of the permsnent property so acquired and subject to such lien, them in each such case
no further bonds shall be issued or cash withdrawn under any provisions of the
Originsl Mortgage unless and until suck obligations so secured by such lien in excess

of such percentage shall be discharged, or until to offset such part of such obligations
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as shall exceed such percentage, (1) there shall be sppropriated permsment property

of nn aggregnte cost or fair value, whichever shall be less, equal to at least one and
one-third times such excess and such appropriation be evidenced by a resolution of the
Bonrd of Directors of the Compeny, e certified copy whereof shall be deposited with the
Trustee together with such certificates, opinions and other documents as would be
necessary under the provisions of the Original Mortgage and this Supplementsl Indenture
to permit the use of such permanent property as a basis for the suthentieation and
delivery of bonds, or (2) bonds issued under the Uriginal Mortgage or underlying bonds,

%o offset such excess shall not theresfter be used as a basis for the authentication and
delivery of any bonds or the withdrowal Of any cash under any provisiocn of the
Originel Mortgsge.

() That no subsidiary shsll at any time create or carry any current indebtedness,
except V1) indebtedness to the Compeny or another subsidisry and (2) indebtedness
incurred for labor, materials and supplies and (32) bank loans incurred to pay for laber,
materirls and supplies, which bank loans shall not exceed at any time the amoumt of its
current assets.

(r) That proper books of record and account will be kept in which full, true and
correct entires will be made of all dealings or transactions of or in relation to the
plants, properties, business and affairs of the Company and of each Subsidiary and that
it will furnish to the Trustee as often as the Trustee shall reasonably request statements
showing the earnings, expenses and financial condition of the Company and its Subsidiaries
sand such other dats as to the plants, properties and equipment as the Trustee shall
reasonably request. That all books, documents and vouchers relating to the plants,
properties, business snd affairs of the Company ahd its Subsidiaries shall at all times
be open to the inspection of such accountant or other agent as the Trustee may, with the
approval of the Company, from time to time designate.

(s) Thet it will not go into voluntary bankruptey or insolvency or apply for
or consent to the appointment of a receiver of itself or of its property or make =2ny
generrl assignment for the benefit of its creditors or suffer any order adjudicating
it to be a bankrupt or insolvent or appointing a receiver of it or of its property to be
mrde and remeain unvacated for a period of nineiy days.

(¢) That it is duly suthorized under the laws of the State of Wisconsin and
under all other applicable provisions of law to create and issue the bonds provided for
in the Yriginal Mortgage and this Supplemental Indenture and that all corporate action
on its part for the creation of said bonds and the execution of the Original Mortgage
and this Supplemental Indenture has been duly and effectually taken and that said bonds
when issued and in the hands of the holders thereof are and will be valid and
enforcible obligations of the Company and that the Original Mortgage and this
Supplemental Indenture are and always shall be valid and binding on the Company.

(a) That upon the issue of each and every bond secured by the Original Mortgage it
shall and will pay all such Uni ted States Internal Revenue and other taxes (which may

legally be paid by the Company) as mey be imposed by any law of the United States




of Americn or of the State of Wisoconsin then in force and applicable to and imposed
upon the issue of such bamd.

(i) That sdditional restrictions imposed on the authentication sand delivery of amy
bonds under the Original Mortgage by any of the provisions of this Section 1 (other then
the restrictions imposed by the foregoing subdivision [¥]shall slso apply to the withdrawsl
of Deposited Cash under the provisions of Seotion 9 of Article III of the Original ;

SECTION 2, That from and after the date of the muthentication and delivery of
Seven Million Five Hundred Thoussnd Dollars ($7,600,002) aggregete principal amount
of First Lien and Refunding Mortgsge 6% Oou.nmdl.
