THIRD SUPPLEMENT TO IWASE AND GREEEMENT, dated June 11, 1935, between
CHICAGO, MILWAUKRE, ST, PAUL AND PACIFIC RAILROAD COMPANY, a corporation
organized and existing under the laws of the State of Wisconsin (hereinafter
called the Railroad Company), party of the first part, CHEMICAL BANK & TRUST
COMPANY, a corporation organized and existing under the laws of the State of
New York, as Trustee (hereinafter called the Trustee), party of the second
part, GEORGE M. ERHART and ROBERT A. MILLER (hereinafter called the Vendors),
parties of the third part.

WHEREAS, by a Lease of Railroad Equipment, dated April 24, 1924, between the Trustee
and the Railroad Company, certain railroad equipment deseribed therein was leased to the
Railroad Company pursuant to the terms of an Agreement, also dated April 24, 1934,
between the Vendors, the Trustee and the Railroad Company, creating The Chicago, Mil-
waukee, St. Paul and Pacifiec Railrocad Bquipment Trust, Series M, and providing for the
igsue of equipment trust certificates (hereinafter called Trust Certificates), not ex-
ceeding in aggregate principal amount One million seven hundred sixteen thousand Dol-
lars ($1,716,000) in respect of said railroad equipment; and

WHEREAS the United States of America (hereinafter referred to as the Government),
represented by the Federal Emergency Administrator of Public Works, has subscribed to
the entire issue of the Trust Certificates, guaranteed by the Railroad Company, of
which it has already purchased $1,537,000, principal amount, represented by temporary
Trust Certificates; and

WHEREA3 by & Supplemental Letter Agreement dated September 25, 1934, the Railroad
Company, the Government and the Vendors, with the approval of the Trustee, have agreed
upon certain changes to be made in the construetion of certain units of railroad equip=
ment deseribed therein; and

WHEREAS by Supplement to Lease and Agreement dated October 30, 1934, between the
Railroad Company, the Trustee and the Vendors, gaid Lease and said Agreement were
modified to provide for certain changes to be made in the construction of certain units
of the railroad equipment described therein; and

WHEREAS by a Supplemental Letter Agreement dated November 21, 1934, the Railroad
Company, the Government and the Vendors, with the approval of the Trustee, have agreed

upon certain additional changes to be made in the sonstruetion of certain units ofthe

Trust Equipment and to add to such equipment certain additional units; and




WHEREAS by a Second Supplement to Lease and Agreement, dated February 1, 1938,

between the Railroad Company, the Trustee and the Vendors, said Lease and said Agree-

ment were further modified to provide for such additional changes and for such additional

equipment and for an appropriate modification of the forms of the Trust Certificates;

and

WHEREAS by a Supplemental Letter Agreement dated May 27, 1935,

the Govermment and the Vendors, with the approval of the Trustee, have agreed upon the

withdrawal of certain units of the equipment (being the same units of equipment added

by said Second Supplemental Letter Agreement, dated November 21, 1934, and said Seaond
Supplement to Lease and Agreement, dated February 1, 1935) and to the limiting of the
amount of Trust Certificates to be issued under said Agreement, dated April 24, 1934,
to an amount not exceeding $1,537,000, aggregate principal amount, and to the change
in the maturity dates of said Trust Certificates; and

WHEREAS the parties hereto desire further to modify said Lease and said Agreement
to provide for such withdrawal of such units of equipment, for such limiting of the
amount of Trust Certificates to be issued under said Agreement, for such change in the

maturity dates of suah Trust Certificates and for the arpropriate mod!if! [ t}
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forms of the Trust Certificates;

NOW, THEREFORE, THFIS THIRD SUPPLEMENT TO LEASE AND AGREEMENT WITNESSETH:

The Agreement, dated April 24, 1934, between the parties hereto shall be,
and is hereby, modified by striking out the words and/or figures "One million seven
hundred sixteen thousand dolk rs ($1,716,000)" wherever found in said Agreement and
substituting therefor the words and/or figures, as may be appropriate, "One million fiwve
hundred thirty-seven thousand dollars ($1,537,000),"

Five. The Agreement of April 24, 1934, between the parties hereto, shall be,
and is hereby modified so as to provide for the pavment of said One million five hun-
dred thirty-seven thous:nd Dollars ($1,537,000) in twenty-four (24) semi-annual in-
stalments, vayable, respectively, on March 1st and September 1st in each year from March
