ASSIGNMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENNT, dated October 3, 1940, between GENERAL ELECTRIC COMPANY, a cor-
poration duly organized and exlsting under the laws of the State of New York, with its
principle office and place of business in the City of Schenectady, New York, (herein-
alfter referred to as the "Manufacturer"), and THE FIRST NATIONAL BANK OF CHICAGO,

& national banking assoclation duly organized and existing under the laws of the United
States of America with its principal office and place of business in the City of
Chicago, Illinois, (hereinafter referred to as the "Bank"),

WITNESSETH THAT:

Whereas, the Manufacturer and Henry A.Scendrett, Walter J. Cummings and George I.
Haipht, as Trustees of the property of Chicago, Milwaukee, St. Paul and Pacific Rail-
road Company, (hereinafter referred to as the "Buyers"), entered into a Conditional
Sale Agreement dated as of March 1, 1940, duly filed and/or recorded as required by
law prior to the execution of this Agreement, covering the following railroad equipment
(hereinafter sometimes referred to as the "Equipment");

One (1) new, 44 ton, 360-horsepower Diesel switching locomotive, bearing Seller's
No. 12,909, and Buyers' No. 1690, as described and warranted by Seller's specifications
No. 4719A, and Seller's proposal dated February 14, 1940, copy of which specifications
and proposal have been furnished to the Buyers and reference to which is hereby
expressly made, all as more particularly described in said Conditional Sale Agreement
for the aggregate price of Thirty-five Thousand Five Hundred Seventy-two Dollars
($35,572.00) payable in installments and with interest as thercin provided;

Now, Therefore, Know all lMen by These Presents that in consideratio?Af the sum of

Thirty-five Thousand Five Hundred Seventy-two Dollars ($35,572.00) paid by the Bank

to the Manufacturer after completion of the delivery of said Equipment to and the
acceptance of the same by the Buyers, and prior to or simultaneous with the ensealing
and delivery hereof, the receipt of which sum so paild by the Bank the Manufacturer does
hereby acknowledge, and in further consideration of the mutual covenants herein con-
tained, the parties hereto do hereby covenant and agree as follows, to-wit:

l. The Manufacturer hereby sells, assigns, transfers and sets over unto the Bank
all of the right, title, and interest of the Manufacturer in and to the said Equipment,
together with all the rights in respect thereof set forth in the above mentioned
Conditional Sale Agreement as applying to the "Seller" thereunder as therein defined,
without any recourse, h owever, against the Manufacturer for or on account of the
failure of the Buyers to make any of the payments provided for in, or otherwise to

comply with any of the provisions of, the said Conditional Sale Agreement; provided,

however, that this agsignment shell not pass, assign, set over, or transfer to the




successor or

Dank, or in any way affect or modify, the llability of the Manufacturer, or of any
successors to its manufacturing property and business, in respect of its guaranty or
warranty obligations; it being understood and agreed that notwithstanding this asslgn-
ment all said obligations of the Manufacturer to the Buyers in respect of the sald
Equipment shall be and remain enforceable by the Puyers, their successors, and assigns,
against and only against the Manufacturer, and any successor or Successors to all or
substantially all of its property and business, as in said Conditional Sale Apreement
provided. Without hereby limiting the generallty of the foregoing asgignment and
transfer, the Manufacturer hereby authorizes and empowers the Bank to sue for, collect,
recelve and enforce, in the name of and as atborney, hereby irrevocably constituted,
for the Manufacturer but at the expense and liability and for the sole benefit of the
Bank (against which expense aud liability the Bank agrees to hold harmless and to
indemnify the Manufacturer), with full power to substitute any one or more persons
with 1like power, or in the name of the Bank, all sums payable and all action to be
taken by the Buyers under sald Conditional Sale Agreement in respect of the Equipment
described therein.

2, The Manufacturer represents, covenants and agrees with the Bank that the
Manufecturer is the lawful owner of the said Equipment and rights under said Conditional
Sale Agreement sold, assigned, transferred and set over, or intended to be sold,
assigned, transferred and set over, to the Bank by this Agreement; that the same are
free from all liens or encumbrances; that the Manufacturer has good and lawful right
to sell the same as aforesaid; and that the Manufacturer will warrant and defend the
same against the lawful demands of all persons whomsoever based on clalms originating
prior to the execution and delivery of this assignment by the Manufacturer to the
Bonk; all subject, however, to the provisions of the aforesald Conditional Sale
Agreement, and the rights of the Buyers thereunder.

3. The Manufacturer covenants and agrees with the Bank that, in any sult or
action brought by the Bank for the recovery of any sum or sums provided for in said
Conditional Sale Agreement, to be paid by the Buyers, the Manufacturer will save,
indemnify and keep harmless the Bank from and ageinst all expense, loss or damage
suf fered by reason of any defense, set-off or counterclaim of the Buyers arising out
of a breach by the Manufacturer of any of the lanufacturer's obligations respecting
any of said Equipment under the terms and conditions of sald Conditional Sale Agree=-
ment. The Manufacturer agrees to save, indemnlfy and keep harmless the Bank from and
against any and all royalties, damages, claims, suits, judgments, and costs that may
arise from the use of any patented article, except with regard to any appliances,
devices or materials specified by the Buyers and not manufactured by the Manufacturer.

4, The Manufacturer warrents that at the time of the delivery of sald Equipment
to the Buyers, it delivered to the Buyers metal plates, for ready attachment on both
sides of each unit of said equipment, plainly and conspicuously marked as follows:

"The First National Bank of Chicago,Owner by assignment from General Electric
Company, Manufacturer and Prior Owmer."

5. All rights and obligations hereunder shall be governed by the laws of the
State of Illinois. '

This agreement may be simultaneously executed in two (2) or more counterparts,
each of which, so executed, shall be deemed to be an original, and such counterparts,

together, shall constitute but one and the same instrument, which shall be sufficiently

evidenced for all purposes by any such original counterpart.

First General Mortgage

This SUPPLEMENTAL INDENTURE, dated the 5th day of June, 1941, between WISCONSIN
CENTRAL RAILWAY COMPANY, a Wisconsin Corporation (hereinafter called the Railway Company),
party of the first part; E. A, WHITMAN, as Recelver of Wisconsin Central Rallway Company
and not as an individual, party of the second part; and UNII' ED STATES TRUST COMPANY OF
NEW YORK (a New York corporation) and WILLIAMSON PELL, as Trustees under First General
Mortgage of Wisconsin Rallway Company dated July 13, 1899 (hereinafter called the
Trustees), parties of the third part, WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS the Railway Company heretofore executed and delivered to United States Trust
Company of New York and John A, Stewart as Trustees its First General Mortgage bearing
date July 13, 1899, to secure an issue of 1ts First General Mortgage Fifty Year Four Per
Cent Gold Bonds in an aggregate amount of {27,000,000; and

WHEREAS thereafter John A. Stewart, one of such Trustees, died, and Williamson Pell,
one of the parties of the third part hereto, was duly substituted as Trustee under said
First Genersl Mortgage in his place and stead; and

WHEREAS said mortgage includes within the grant and estate thereby made and conveyed !
property tgbe acquired by the Railway Company subsequent to the date thereof and provides
for the conveyancing, mortgaging and pledging to the Trustees of the mortgage of property
other than that described in the mortgage; and

WHEREAS by such mortgage the Railway Company covenants with the mortgage Trustees
that it will grant and convey to the mortgage Trustees the estate, right, title and in-
terest of the Railway Company in or to all real and personal estate which it may in any
manner acquire as appurtenant to or for use in connection with the rallroads mortgaged by
such First General lMortgage, and that it will execute and deliver such further deeds and
assurances for the assurancing, conveying and confirming unto the mortgage Trustees the
property conveyed by such mortgage or intended so to be, as reasonably as they shall require
for accomplishing the provisions and purposes of the mortgage and for securing payment of
the principal and interest of the bonds intended to be secured thereby; and

WHEREAS the Trustees have requested and required for such purpose and for such se-
curity the execution and delivery of this Supplemental Indenture of 1941; and

WHEREAS the Wisconsin Central Railway Company and E. A. Whitman as Receiver of Wis-
consin Central Rallway Company have been authorized to execute and delliver this Supplemental
Indenture by an order of the District Court of the United States for the District of Minne-
sota, Fourth Division, dated May 24, 1941,

NOW THEREFORE THIS INDENTURE WITNESSETH, that in consideration of the promises and of

other good consideration, the parties of the first and second parts hereby grant, bargain,
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sell, assign, convey and pledge unto the Trustees, thelr successors and assigns:

The additional and revised line of rallway in the states of Wisconsin and Minnesota,
designated as follows to-wit:

(a) The Owen to Spencer cut-off in the counties of Clark and Marathon, State of
Wisconsing

(b) The Cylon-Downing revised or second main track between sald points In the coun-
ties of St. Croix and Dunn, State of Wisconsin;

(¢) The New Richmond-Carnelian Junction revision, involving a change of route,
abandonment of the old main line between said points, and the construction of a new bridge
over the St. Croix River in St. Croix County, Wisconsin, and Washington County, Minnesota;

(d) The Carmelian Junction-Withrow line, being a connecting track between the maln
line of the Railway Company and the main line of the Minneapolis, St. Paul & Sault Ste.
Marie Railway Company, in Washington County, Minnesota;

(e) The Chippewa Falls revision, so-called, involving change of route through Chip-
pewa Falls, Wisconsin, the construction of a new bridge over the Chippewe River, extension
of terminal trackage, and the abandonment of the old bridge across the Chippewa River, the
same being a part of the old main line trackage, and of certain terminal trackage, the con-
struction of a new bridge across the Chippewa River and a new main line on the south side
thereof under a greatly improved grade, all in Chippewa County, Wisconsinj

(f) The Fox River Bridge revision atroshkosh, involving the construction of a new
bridge in a new locatlon over the Fox River and the abandonment of the old bridge, all in
Winnebago County, Wisconsin;

(g) The Owen-Withee revision, involving a change of route and the abandonment of the
0ld main line between sald points, all in Clark County, Wisconsinj;

(h) The Paint Creek revision, involving a change of route and the abandonment of the
0ld main line along Lake Wissota, east of Chippewa Falls, all in Chippewa County,Wisconsinj;

(1) The Howard-Colfax revision, involving a change of route and the abandonment of the
0ld main line between said points, all in Chippewa and Dunn Counties, Wisconsinj

(j) The Silver Creek revision at High Bridge, involving a change of route and the con-
struction of a new bridge in a new location over Silver Creek and the abandonment of the
0ld main line and bridge, all in Ashland County, Wisconsin;

(k) The White River revision at White River, involving a change of route and the con-
struction of a new bridge in & new location over White River and the abandonment of the o.d
main line and bridge, all in Ashland County, Wisconsin:
together with all and singular rights of way, franchises, rights and privileges and all

other property of whatsoever kind now owned or hereafter acquired by the Railway Company or its

successors, which shall in any way or at any time appertain to or be acquired for use upon
or for the purposes of any of said lines of rallway;

also all locomotives, cars and other rolling stock acquired by the Railway Company
since July 13, 1899, and now owned by 1t, to the extent to which they are subject to the
lien of saild mortgage, and its right to recelve title to any locomotives, cars or other
rolling stock which are now under contract for the purchase thereof, to the extent to
which they are subject to the lien of said mortgage, and such locomotives, cars and roll-
ing stock when and as acquired, to the same extent and subject to any existing lien thereon
to secure the purchase price thereof;

also any and all betterments and improvements which have been made to the lines of
railway described in said mortgage, or any of them, or appurtenant thereto since said date;
it being the intention and purpose of this indenture to confimm in the Trustees all the

rallway and railway properties and property appurtenant thereto owned by the Railway

Company and acquired since July 13, 1899, which sald mortgage vested in the Trustees or
intended so to vest by the various provislons therein commonly known and described as
"after-acquired property provisions."

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the sald property and premises, together with all rights, ease-
ments, privileges and appurtenances thereto belonging and appertaining unto and to the use
of the Trustees and their successors and assigns forever: BUI' IN TRUST NEVERTHELESS, as in
saild mortgage provided, for the equal and proportionate benefit and security of all the
holders of the bonds issued thereunder and the coupons thereto belonging, without pref-
erence or priority of any bond over any other, or the coupons thereto belonging, on ac-
count of the time of thelr issue or otherwlise, and for enforcing the payment of the prin-
cipal and interest of sald bonds according to their tenor, subject to the terms, covenants
and conditions in said mortgage expressed of and concerning the same.

April 24, 1934, as though sald passenger and baggage motor cars had been part of the
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original railroad equipment in saild Lease described.

2. As and when the sald passenger and ba;gage motor cars shall be transferred and
delivered to the Trustee and marked in accordance with the provisions of Article Fourth
of said Lease, the same shall be delivered to the Rallroad Trustees, and shall, upon such
delivery to the Railroad Trustees ipso facto and without further deed of lease or transfer,
pass under and become subject to all of the terms and provisions of sald Lease and be
deemed a portion of the Trust Equipment leased thereunder.

3. The Rallroad Trustees covenant that, with all convenient speed after the executlon
hereof, they will cause this Supplement to said Lease to be duly filed, registered or re-
corded in all offices in which sald Lease is now filed, reglstered or recorded.

4, Except as hereinabove otherwise provided, sald Lease, and all the terms and pro=-
visions thereof, and all Supplements thereto, shall remain in full force and effect, and
shall apply in full force and effect to sald two passenger and baggage motor cars.

AGREEMENT AND ASSIGNMENT dated as of October 23, 1941, between PULLMAN-STANDARD
CAR MANUFACTURING COMPANY, a corporation duly organized and exlsting under the laws of
the State of Delaware (hereinafter referred to as the Manufacturer) and THE FIRST NATIONAL
BANK OF THE CITY OF NEW YORK, a national banking association (hereinafter referred to as
the Bank).

of one thousand (1000) new double sheathed box cars of fifty tons capacity to be num-
bered 46,000 to 46,999, both numbers inclusive, all as more particularly described in sald
Conditional Sale Agreement for the aggregate price of Three Million, Two Hundred Thousand
Dollars ($3,200,000), payable, with interest, as provided therein;

| NOW, THEREFORE, this Agreement and Assignment Witnesseth that, in consideration of
the sum of One Dollar (§1.) and other good and valuable consideration paid by the Bank
to the Manufacturer, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, as well as of the mutual
covenants herein contained;

1. The Manufacturer hereby sells, assigns, transfers and sets over unto the Bank,
its successors and assigns, all the right, title and interest of the Manufacturer in and
to said Conditional Sale Agreement and in and to any and and all amounts which may be or
become due or owing to the Manufacturer under or by virtue of said Conditional Sale Agree-
ment, both on account of the purchase price of the cars and otherwise, and also all the
Manufacturer's rights, powers, privileges and remedies under sald Conditional Sale Agree-
ment, and also all the right, title and interest of the Manufacturer in and to the sald

‘bars as the same shall be constructed and delivered, without any recourse, however, against
the Manufacturer for or on account of the failure of the Railroad to make any of the pay-
ments provided for in, or otherwise, to comply with any of the provisions of said Condi-
tional Sale Agreement, excepting and reserving, however, to the Manufacturer the right

to receive and to retain the cash payment of Six Hundred Forty Dollars (§640.00) agreed
to be paid by Railroad for each car delivered to and accepted by Rallroad (which amount is
subject to adjustment as provided in Section 2 of sald agreement), and reserving also to
the Manufacturer any additional amounts which shall be payable by Rallroad as allowances
on specialties as provided in Rallroad's letter to Manufacturer dated June 4, 1941, re-
ferred to in Section 21 of said agreement; and proviaed that this Assignment shall not
subject the Bank to or transfer or pass or in any way affect or modify the liability of
the Manufacturer, or of any successor or successors to its manufacturing properties and

3. The Manufacturer covenants and agrees with the Bank, its successors and assigns,——
that in any sult, proceeding or action brought by the Bank under said Conditional Sale
Agreement for any instalment of the purchase price or any part thereof or to enforce any
provision thereof,the Manufacturer will save, indemnify and keep harmless the Bank from
and against all expense, loss, or damage suffered by reason of any defense, set-off,
counterclaim or recoupment of the Railroad arising out of the breach by the Manufacturer
of any of the Manufacturer's sald obligations respecting any of said Cars under the terms
and conditions of sald Conditional Sale Agreement; provided, the Manufacturer 1s given due
notice of such defense, set-off, counterclaim or recoupment, and reasonable opportunity
to defend against the same. The Manufacturer agrees to save, indemnify and keep harm-
less the Bank from and against any and all royalties, damages, claims, sults, judgment
and costs which may arise from the use of any patented article, except with regard to any
appliances, devices or materials specified by the Railroad and not magufactured by the

Manufacturer.

4., The Manufacturer covenants and agrees that, at or before delivery of any of

salid Cars to the Railroad there will be plainly, distinctly, permanently and conspicuously
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placed and fastened on each side of each such Car a metal plate bearing the words--

"Pullman-Standard Car Manufacturing Company, Owner,
or 1ts successors in title,"

5. The Manufacturer covenants and agrees with the Bank, its successors and asslgns,
that, upon request of the Bank, 1ts successors or assigns, the Manufacturer will execute
any and all instruments which may be necessary or proper in order to discharge‘of record
sald Conditional Sale Agreement or any other instrument evidencing any interest of the
Manufacturer therein or in the box cars therein described.

6. The Bank covenants and agrees that it will pay to the Manufacturer Two Million
Five Hundred and Sixty Thousand Dollars (§2,560,000) representing the portion of the
aggregate purchase price of said cars payable in monthly installments, as provided in said
Conditional Sale Agreement, such Two Million Five Hundred and Sixty Thousand Dollars
($2,560,000) to be pald in installments at the rate of Two Thousand Five Hundred Sixty
Dollars ($2,560) per car, from time to time as and when any of the cars are dellvered to
the Railroad pursuant to sald Conditional Sale Agreement, upon receipt by the Bank of the
following documents:

(a) A Bill of Sale from the Manufacturer to the Bank transferring to the Bank title
to all Cars so delivered;

(b) A certificate by inspector or other authorized representative of Railroad
stating that cars covered by such certificate have been inspected and approved by him on
behalf of the Railroad as conforming in all respects to the requirements and proviéions
of the Conditional Sale Agreement;

(e) A certificate of acceptance signed by the authorized representative of the Rail=-
road stating that the Cars covered by such certificate have been delivered to and accepted
on behalf of the Railroad; that such cars were in apparent good order and that on each
side of each car was permenently and conspicuously placed and fastened a metal plate
bearing the words:

"Pullman-Standard Car Manufacturing Company,
Owner, or its successors in title."

and

(d) An opinion or opinions of counsel to the Manufacturer stating that said delivery
is valid and effective and that title to the cars so delivered is duly vested in the Bank,
as owner, free of all liens and encumbrances of any nature whatsoever, except only the
rights of the Railroad under the Conditional Sale Agreement.

7. It is mutually agreed that the Bank may make further assignment or assignments,
elther in whole or in part, of said Conditional Sale Agreement and of its rights, priv-
1leges and remedies thereunder, including the right to receive all payments due or to be-
come due from the Railroad Company thereunder in respect of all or any designated number
of said Cars, title to which (subject to said Conditional Sale Agreement) may be trans-
ferred 1n connection with any such assignments, and in any such event any such subsequent
or successive assignee or assignees shall, to the extent of such assigmment, enjoy all
the rights and privileges and be subject to all the obligations of the Bank hereundere.

This Assignment and Agreement may be simultaneously executed in an& number of counter-
parts, each of which so executed shall be deemed to be an original, and such counterparts,
together, shall constitute but one and the same instrument, which shall be sufficlently
evidenced for all purposes by any such original counterpart. The Bank agrees to deliver
one of such counterparts, or a certified copy thereof, .to the Rallroad. Although this
Assignment and Agreement 1s dated for conveﬁience as of October 23, 1941, the actual date

dates stated in the acknowledgments hereto annexed.

SUPPLEMENTAL LEASE OF RAILROAD EQUIPMENT dated as of the lst day of October,
1941, between THE PENNSYLVANIA COMPANY FOR INSURANCES ON LIVES AND GRANTING ANNUITIES,
of Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, a corporation duly organized and existing under the laws
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Trustee as hereinafter mentioned (hereinafter some-
times called the Trustee), party of the first part, and ILLINOIS CENTRAL RAILROAD COMPANY,
a corporation duly organized and existing under the laws of the State of Illinois (here-
inafter sometimes called the Company), party of the second part:

WHEREAS, by a certailn agreement dated April 13, 1934, between HARRY E. RIGHTER
and GEORGE SMITH, Vendors, THE PENNSYLVANTA COMPANY FOR INSURANCES ON LIVES AND GRANTING
ANNUITIES, as Trustee, and ILLINOIS CENTRAL RAILROAD COMPANY (hereinafter called the
Original Agreement), which has since been amended by Agreements dated December 28, 1934,
and November 25, 1935, there was constituted Illinois Central Ralilroad Equipment Trust
Series Q, and pursuant thereto certain railroad equipment was leased by the Trustee to
the Company under Lease of Rallroad Equipment dated April 13, 1934, (hereinafter some-
times called the Original Lease), which was amended by Supplemental Leases dated December
28, 1934 and November 25, 1935; and

Serles N. upon October 1, 1941, the date upon which all the Trust Certificates then out-
stand ing thereunder finally matured, and pursuant to the direction of the Company, The
Pennsylvania Company for Insurances on Lives and Granting Annuities, Successor Trustee
to Bank of North America and Trust Company of Illinois Central Equipment Trust Series N,
has conveyed said equipment to The Pennsylvania Company for Insurances on Lives and
Granting Annuities, as Trustee of Illinois Central Railroad Equipment Trust Series Q; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to said Section 2 of Article 1 of the Original Agreement, and
Article Third (c) of said Lease of Railroad Equipment dated April 13, 1934, constituting
I1linois Central Railroad Equipment Trust Serles Q, the Company has agreed to execute
such instruments of further assurance in respect of sald equipment as the Trustee might
reasonably require, and has agreed to execute a Supplemental Lease subject to the terms
and conditions of the Original Lease.

NOW, THEREFORE, THIS AGREEMENT WITNESSETH:

That the Trustee acting in pursuance of the Original Agreement, for and in consider-

ation as well for the sum of One Dollar to 1t paild by the Company at or before the ensealing




and delivery hereof, receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, as of the rents and covenants
herelinafter mentioned to be paid, kept and performed by the Company hereunder and under

the Original Lease as amended, has let and leased to the Company all of the equipment listed
in Exhibit A, which is hereto attached and made part hereof.

In case, during the continuance of this Lease,
any of such marks shall at any time be removed, defaced or destroyed, the Company will
immediately cause the same to be restored or replaced. The Company will not change, or

AGREEMENT made this 1lth day of December, 1942, by and between GREAT NORTHERN RAIL~-
WAY COMPANY, a corporation organized and existing under and by virtue of the laws of
the State of Minnesota, (hereinafter called the "Rallway Company") party of the first
part, and CONTINENTAL ILLINOIS NATIONAL BANK AND TRUST COMPANY OF CHICAGO, a national
banking association duly organized and exlsting under the laws of the United States of

America, (hereinafter called the "Bank") party of the second part.

The Railway Company has heretofore entered into an agreement dated January 28,
1941, with Pressed Steel Car Company, Inc., providing for the conditional sale to the
Railway Company of certain railway equipment Ior the prices and upon the terms and con-

ditions as set forth in sald agreement, which agreement is herelnafter referred to as

the "Conditional Sale Contract".
Said Pressed Steel Car Company, Inc., did, by instrument dated March 24, 1041,

assign to the Bank, upon the terms and conditions therein set forth, all of the right,
title and interest of sald Pressed Steel Car Company, Inc., in and to the Conditional
Sale Contract and in and to any and all amounts which might be or become due or owing

to it thereunder, all of its rights, powers, privileges and remedies thereunder, and all
of its right, title and interest in and to the equipment covered thereby.

All of the equipment covered by sald Conditional Sale Contract has now been menu-
factured and delivered, and the payments due under saild Conditional Sale Contract, down
to and including the payment due on December 1, 1942, have been paid and there now re-

(2%) per annum, simple interest, would produce the agreed
payment or payments upon the due date or dates.

The Bank, in consideration of the execution and delivery to it of sald promissory
note does hereby agree that all payments upon said note when received shall correspond-
ingly reduce the obligation to make payment under said Conditional Sale Contract and
that all payments under said Conditional Sale Contract when recelved, with suitable
allowance for interest at 2% per annum as provided in sald Conditional Sale Contract,
or in a subsequent amendatory agreement, shall be endorsed upon said note and shall
correspondingly reduce the obligation to make payments thereunder.

In further consideration of the execution and delivery by the Rallway Company of
said promissory note and of the foregoing agreement by the Bank, the partles further
agree that notwlthstanding the delivery and acceptance of sald note, all of the rights
and obligations of the Bank and the Rallway Company under salid Conditional Sale Contract
shall remain in full force and effect, and the acceptance by the Bank of sald note shall
not constitute payment of the balance of the purchase price under sald agreemeni.

The Bank agrees that it will not assign or transfer its interest in sald Conditional
Sale Contract, or in this Supplemental Agreement, or in said cars, separately, nor with-
out at the same time transferring the sald promissory note to the same party or parties,
and that it will not endorse, transfer or assign said promissory note without also
assigning its interest in sald Conditional Sale Contract and in this Supplemental Agree-
ment, and in said cars, to the same party or parties at the same time, nor without first
obtaining from the endorsee, transferee or assignee an agreement that he or it will
accept and be bound by all of the obligations imposed upon the Bank as assignee of said
Conditional Sale Contract as aforesaid and by this Supplemental Agreement, and that he
or it will not endorse, transfer or assign said note or agreement without obtaining a
like agreement from his or its endorsee, transferee or assignee.

The Rallway Company agrees to cause this Supplemental Agreement to be filed, reg-
istered and recorded wherever required for the proper protection, to the satisfaction
of counsel for the Bank, of the Bank's title to the equipment set forth in the Condi=-
tional Sale Contract and any replacement or replacements thereof, and of its rights under
said Conditional Sale Contract and this Agreement.

The Railway Company hereby represents and warrants that the issuance of sald note

has been authorized by the Interestate Commerce Commission by order dated December 10,
1942,

Thus Supplemental Agreement may be simultaneously executed in any number of counter-
parts each of which so executed shall be deemed to be an original, and such counterparts
together shall constitute but one and the same instrument which shall be sufficiently
evidenced by any such original counterpart.
